You are eligible to apply for 
our halls of residence once 
you accept our offer.

If you have an unconditional 
offer, send us your official 
results, certificates or 
transcripts. If you have  
a conditional offer, send them 
to us once you have met any 
academic or English language 
conditions (deadlines for 
these are in your terms and 
conditions document).

Once you have firmly 
accepted your offer, make 
your Advanced Payment 
(unless you are exempt*). 
This payment is required 
before we can finalise a 
CAS request. If you don’t 
need a CAS statement then 
payment must be made 
before you enrol.

3 If you need a student visa, the 
process for applying for one 
usually starts at the beginning 
of July, if your studies start in 
September. Our Immigration 
Advisory Service will email 
you throughout the year with 
information about the CAS  
and student visa process.
